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Prophetic flagging

First of all lets take a look at what scripture says prophecy is.

· Revelation 19:10b the testimony of Jesus is the spirit of prophecy.

· According to this anything that testifies of Jesus is prophetic.

· Ephesians 2:10  For we are His workmanship, created in Christ Jesus to good works, which God has before ordained that we should walk in them.

· Acts 17:28a  For in Him we live and move and have our being.

According to these scriptures we are prophetic beings when we enter into the body of Christ.

Prophetic acts all come out our relationship with God, hearing His voice and acting in obedience to His Spirit. 
How does this work out in relation to flagging?

Relationship – First of all we as individuals have to be in right relationship with God and able to hear the voice of His Spirit. John 10:3-4 the sheep hear his voice, and he calls his own sheep by name and leads them out.  (4)  And when he puts forth his own sheep, he goes before them, and the sheep follow him. For they know his voice.

Secondly we must be in right relationship with the leader of the meeting. 1 Thessalonians 5:12-13  And, brothers, we beseech you to know those who labor among you, and are over you in the Lord, and who admonish you,  (13)  and to esteem them very highly in love for their work's sake. Be at peace among yourselves.
Be in right relationship with others. Romans 12:10  Love one another with brotherly affection. Outdo one another in showing honor.

Study – 2 Timothy 2:15  Study earnestly to present yourself approved to God, a workman that does not need to be ashamed, rightly dividing the Word of Truth.
